BY-LAWS

Of the Illinois Valley Central High School

Athletic Booster Club

Article I

Name

The name of this organization shall be Illinois Central Athletic Boosters Club, hereafter spoken of in the by-laws as club.

Article II

Object

The object of this organization is to support and boost the athletics of Illinois Valley Central High School in school sanctioned activities.

Article III

Membership

	Section 1
	There shall be two classes of membership: family and business.



	Section 2
	Active membership shall be ay member whose dues are paid and is in good standing. No person shall be denied membership on account of race, creed, or gender.



	Section 3
	Members in good standing are hereby defined to be members whose current dues are paid and have otherwise complied with the by-laws of the club.


	Section 4
	Dues shall be accepted anytime during the year.



	Section 5
	A membership year shall extend from the opening of the fall school term to the opening of the next fall school term.


	Article IV
Officers



	Section 1
	The officers shall consist of the President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.


	Section 2
	The Executive Committee of the Club shall consist of the President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and the Past President.  Any matters involving requiring Executive action shall be acted on by a quorum of the Executive Committee.  A quorum will consist of at least 4 members of the Executive Committee.


	Section 3
	To hold an office, the member must be in good standing.  If an officer is absent from three consecutive regular meetings, the office is automatically vacated unless the Executive Committee votes to waive action until the annual election for officers.  Only one member of a family membership may server on the Executive Committee at a time.


	Section 4
	All members of the Executive Committee shall be members in good standing and meet the conditions of the by-laws of the Club as long as they hold office.


	Section 5
	Terms of office for Executive Committee:  President – 2 years – at the end of which time he or she shall move to the office of Past President for 2 years.  The President may not serve a second term consecutive to the first.  Vice President – 2 years – at which time he or she shall be first to be considered for the office of President.  The Vice President may not serve a second consecutive term to eh first.  Secretary and Treasurer – 2 years each – the members holding these may be reappointed.  Past President – 2 years – if member who is to fill this rotation cannot serve for any reason, the most current Past President who can serve shall retain the office.  If there is no Past President to fill this office, the office shall remain open until there is a Past President who can fill it.


	Section 6
	If any office on the Executive Committee is vacated during the year, the Executive Committee shall appoint someone to complete the term of that Office.


	Section 7
	If there is no one to run for an office, the holder of that office will be retained in office until the next yearly election of officers. (This is an amended clause to Section 5 “Terms of office for Executive Committee.)


	Article V
Meetings



	Section 1
	Regular monthly Club meetings shall be held the third Wednesday of every month.


	Section 2
	The monthly meetings shall be at the High School when the school is open.  When the school is closed the place of meeting shall be advertised for the convenience of the members.


	Section 3
	All Executive Committee members shall be present at the regular monthly Club meetings as prescribed in the by-laws of the Club.


	Section 4
	Special Executive meetings may be called during the year at the discretion of the President.



	Section 5
	The annual election of officers will be held in June of each year at the regular Club meeting.


	Article VI

Committees



	Section 1
	The President shall appoint a Chairperson or Co-Chairpersons of any committees he and/or she the Club deem necessary.

 

	Section 2
	It shall be the duty of the Chairpersons to secure their own working committee members.


	Section 3
	An advisory committee shall be formed.  The members of this committee should be a member in good standing of the IVC Athletic Boosters Club.  These people shall be a representative of each sport that is part of the Athletic department.  Their responsibilities shall consist of 1) representing their sport to the Executive Committee: 2) represent the Executive Committee to the sport; 3) assist in the carrying out of the business of the IVC Athletic Boosters Club.


	Article VII

Parliamentary Authority



	Section 1
	Any procedure not covered by the by-laws, refer to Robert Rules of Order.


	Section 2
	The rules contained in the Robert Rules of Order shall govern the Club in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the by-laws on the specific rules of the Club.


	Article VIII

Method of Amending the By-Laws



	Section 1
	The power to alter, amend, or repeal the by-laws or adopt new by-laws (hereafter spoken of as amendment in the by-laws of this Club) shall be vested in the Executive Committee of this Club.


	Section 2
	Any Amendment to the by-laws of this Club shall be voted on at any regular meeting, a quorum being present, if the amendment has been submitted in writing and read at the previous regular monthly meeting.


	Section 3
	A quorum shall consist of two-thirds pf Executive Committee.


	Section 4
	If amendment was submitted in writing and read at the previous regular monthly meeting, then the by-laws may be amended by a majority vote of those present and voting, a quorum being present.
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
