The new parent representatives listed above were welcomed and introduced.Attendance is appreciated.

Minutes from the previous meeting of July 20th were read.  Matt Storti
made a motion to accept said minutes.  Larry Stewart seconded.  The minutes were passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Treasurer Paul Buob presented the Treasurer's report.  Balance forward
is $15,092.90.  There were several major transactions:  Bradley University Trish Cooper Scholarship, Neff Co. invoices for awards, income from memberships and ads, bill for Greg Owens is pending in the amount of $1700.00.  There has been no contact from Robin Flick on his
scholarship.  He may have to be contacted.  Denny O'Boyle made a motion to accept the treasurer's report, and Adam Duvall seconded.  The report passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Old Business:  Program Advertisers:  We are getting down to the wire.
There are still a few interested and they need to commit.  Team pictures are this Saturday and rosters will be put together then so interested advertisers need to let Greg Owens or Kim aware.
A senior spread will also be done in the program.  The cost is
$200.00. Kim will take the pictures on Saturday.  Team pictures will be done on Saturday by HR Imaging starting at 6:30am.  Pictures to be taken inside and outside.
Scott Miller will take team pictures for the program.  Programs
will be ready by the first home football game.  Rosters are still needed. Pocket schedules will be available this week and on Maroon and
Grey night. Sign at the football stadium is in the hands of Tom Whalen.  It will be done by the end of the week.  It will not be put back on the pressbox since it has been gutted and the back opened up for soccer announcing.  This will be done by Thursday, 8/25 for Maroon and Grey night.  Sign will most likely be put on the west end of the football field , facing the field.
Website is up and running.  Both Kim and Adam will get game
highlights, stats, pictures, and keep chronological updates.
Sport Reps:  need some more info and updates from the coaches.
School Board Meeting - IVC School Board will have link to 
GhostBoosters.com.  Dr. Kinney is looking into redoing the district
site.  Possible link will be off the parents link and/or an athletic site.

Membership Committee Report:  Dave Shindley thanked all membership for 
helping at registration and Parent/Athlete Night.  53 family, 4 bronze,
2 silver, 16 gold memberships were obtained.  Only problem so far is that Dr. Kinney set aside only 20 parking spots and we may need more since up to 16 have already been used.  $2,680.00 was raised in membership income so far.  Hats will be available Friday plus a sample of a windbreaker. Memberships can be upgraded until the first home football game.  The IVC logo for the windbreaker will be the same logo as on the hats.  A firm out of Bloomington has been used.  Have had some silver/gold members requesting to buy a second windbreaker.  All present were in agreement that will sell to these level of memberships for an additional $40.00 each.  Names will be listed in the upcoming program.

Concession Stand Committee Report:  No one to manage it yet.
Kim and Shawn Garner will always stock and have it ready to go.
This will be done on Thursday evenings. Jerry Meyers to run the grill, starting at 3:30pm on football nights.
Concession sign-up:  need more helpers.  Will have sign-up book available at Maroon and Grey night. Tip jars:  need to get more made for home football games. Requested that Lindsay Meyers do this. No change in the window status. Cooking areas:  One of the new cooking areas has 5 roasters and a prep area.  The second has a cold plate area - 16ft long.  If it is moved in, Tim Dixon says he will get it hooked up.  Dr. Kinney will take care of the wiring costs.  An IVC electrician needs to be used to keep within school code.  Target date of completion is August 25. New grill:  Purchased from Sams Club.  Paul Buob has received the bill from Shawn.  Dave Shindley to get stainless steel sheets for grill to help prevent burn and spatter. Cement:  Tim Dixon will enlarge area outside popcorn machine door. Trailer location:  possibly north end of the football field but there is no electricity there.  Need power for lights and popcorn machine.  May consider using a small generator.

Fall Maroon and Grey Night:  Scheduled for August 25, starting at 6pm.
Each team will be introduced. There will be a 10 event pass drawing - need someone to hand out the tickets. Food Menu:  Hotdogs, hamburgers, popcorn, candy, water, pop(coke products), gatorade. Coke contract is up in 10/05.  We will be renegotiating.  May go through Save-A-Lot for all supplies. Those present at the meeting need to plan on helping at Maroon and Grey Night.

Golf Outing:  Deny O'Boyle reported that the commitee meeting was held.
Jeff Gauwitz was instrumental in helping.  It is a 12Noon shotgun start. Still need some door prizes and people to sponsor individual
holes for prizes.Registration is covered.  Will need more volunteers for other duties. Ad for the outing will be run for free in the Chillicothe Times-Bulletin.  The Independent has not returned an answer to Adam Duvall's email on this.
Will need a list of those paid/not paid. List of team captains needed
On 9/9/05, Denny will FAX the names of all the players signed up
to the pro at Laurel Greens.  This will then be listed at the golf course. Dave Shindley to ask Tom Snyder if he has a list of last years
captains, for mailing purposes.

Sport Reps:  More are needed for sophomore football games.  Paul Buob
will get sheets for the concession sign-up.

Denny's Bulletin Board:  Talked to almost all coaches at the meeting
asking for sport reps.  Interest in school sports is up: 36 out for soccer and more than 80 out for football. Co-Op situation with Dunlap:  Dunlap did not renew the agreement. Mid-Illini Conference:  one more year for the girls golf and boys swimming but IHSA says need a 2 year agreement.  Since there is no coop for the girls golf, girls will play season with the boys team but will play girls if they go to State.
At the September meeting, will approach Dunlap and the Conference to get a 2 year agreement.  Golf is not a conference sport so it really is a mute point.  Not sure what is going to happen with swimming at this point. At Athlete/Parent night, trifold handout was given out.
Outdoor warm-ups are here.  50 were bought.  Will be used for any outdoor  teams that need it, except football.  Are lined, with IVC on the back. Will be checked out to a child and then must be returned at the end of the season or payment has to be made back to the school.  The bill from Pro-Sport was given to Paul Buob. Boo-Crew:  Will be reinstituting it.  Is fan-based.  Will sell tee-shirts to the student body.  Need another unique insignia.  Suggestions are requested.
Adam Duvall's column in the Times-Bulletin on move to NCIC:
Denny O’Boyle,”Noted is not blatantly negative but not positive.  I respect Adam and his views.  Received several calls today on it.  Each needs to read the article and decide for themself.  Denny states "since when is playing someone our own size, having success, and feeling good about oneself, wrong?"

First meeting with the NCIC is scheduled for 8/31/05.  Will get
the first listing for game dates for this next year at that meeting.

New Business:  Lori Maurer stated usually the night before the first
home football game a dinner was supplied to the players.  In the  past this was funded by the now defunct 12 Man Club.  Since the rest of the money from the 12 Man Club went to the football fund, will they fund this?  Denny will talk with Tim Heinz on this.
