A moment was taken to give appreciation to past officers for all their help and direction.

Minutes from the previous meeting of May 25, 2005 were read.  Kim Robertson requested that the minutes be amended to state that the email site is spelled ghostboosters.com.  Denny O'Boyle made the motion to accept said minutes as amended.  Matt Storti seconded.  The minutes passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Treasurer Paul Buob presented the Treasurer's Report.  Only change noted from last month was a deposit from the concessions.  A total of $1,000 has been set aside for set-up of concessions for September.  It was discussed that in the upcoming interim, signatures of the members allowed to sign checks for the Booster Club will have to be switched.  In the past, it has always been 3 people.  Mr. Buob requested all paperwork be switched sometime in July, through the South Side Bank, so that Kim, Paul, and new Concession Stand Manager (to be announced) are all able to sign checks. Paul will get a letter drawn up to that effect.  Kim also suggested that an income and expense tracking system be worked up for future reference.  Matt Storti made a motion to accept the treasurer's report and Belt seconded.  The report passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Adam Duvall and Robertson, Publicity Committee, commented on the

following: Program Advertisers:  Advertisers are committing and $2550 has been raised so far.  A list of local companies was submitted for referral.  There are several on the list that have not been contacted.  Kim requested that someone go in person to these companies requesting that they show their support to IVC athletics.  The following members offered to contact several companies:  Patty Audo- Chillicothe Library , JT Fennell; Brenda Stewart- Hairmasters, Subway; Larry Stewart- Short Loin, First United Methodist Church, Turner Hicks; Dave Shindley- Gary Sharp; Paul Buob- Kroger.


Brenda requested a new program price list.  Kim passed out the new list to all present.

Save-A-Lot will be the new supplier for concessions.  The Booster Club will be able to buy supplies for cost or only slightly over.  The drink contract is still with Coke, however, until its expiration.  Save-A-Lot has only Pepsi products.

Meadowview will have its Ad Fee waived because it donates fertilizer and helps maintain the athletic fields. Kim will update the Ads Paid list online and will take responsibility for keeping it updated.

Addition of Seniors spread:  the possibility of a senior ad page was raised.  An estimate on this will be obtained.

New pocket schedule:  Kim talked with Greg Owens.  They will be the same size and a tri-fold like last year.  A discussion was held to see if sports should be listed by sport or by date.  It was decided to list by sport.  A listing by date was suggested for the web-site.  A copy of the schedule packet will also be listed in the local newspaper.  Denny O'Boyle stated schedules should be available by August 1.

Updates of signs on football stadium - Discussion was held on advertising/billboards on the field.  Tom Whalen has put in a bid to redo the ghost on either side of the entrance.  Since the school is responsible for the structural portion, Mr. Fraikes will see if Mr.  Binstock's class can do it as a project. The renewable signs will be offered to not only local businesses but also more corporate companies.

The Taylor field sign is being redone.

Website:  Up and running.  Adam has volunteered to keep it updated.  Kim and he will get together on this.  Dave Shindley requested that an update and all stats on sports all be on the website.  Lisa Miller will be contacted to see if she can help with the website.

Membership Committee:  Multi-level membership listing as discussed at last meeting was presented.  Mr. Fraikes made motion to accept.  Larry Stewart seconded.  All present accepted unanimously. Kim tried to talk with Dr. Kinney on the parking pass.  Dr. Kinney was unavailable and his approval is needed for this.  Larry suggested no parking permit with tier levels and drop the silver level.

Magnetic sticker:  1,000 to be ordered at $1.20 each for 5"

size.  Maroon tones will be used.  Each member will be given one at registration or sign-up and the rest will be sold for $5.00 each.  The presented artwork will be used.

Cap:  It was decided stick with one logo - a common school logo.

Committee will check with Coach Rashid on a provider to help keep cost under $5.00 each.  The Chillicothe Travel Softball Team is presently selling caps for a fundraiser.

Windshirt:  Kim received a quote from Proforma.  Denny O'Boyle requested that each coach be supplied with a windshirt.

Membership Committee Heads:  Will be Dave Shindley with Jerry Meyers to help.

Concession Stand Committee:  Shawn Garner not present at meeting.  No one else has stepped forward to manage.  Members were requested 
to ask around and try to find a manager.  Prior to Shawn, there was no one person to manage concessions.  Bob Applen did most of it.

Golf Outing:  Denny O'Boyle to chair.  Paul Buob nominated his wife Sarah to assist.  Committee will get together next month to meet.  Price will be the same as last year.  The golf pro at Laurel Greens will direct.  It was recommended that at registration, players request either an early or later tee-time to avoid confusion.

Sports Reps:  A current and updated list is needed.  There is an

all-coaches meeting the second week in August.  Each coach will be asked to appoint a parent representative from each sport.

Fish Fry and Auction:  Dennis Fraikes reported that Bob Howell has it set for 10/8/05.  He will check the date to make sure there is no conflict with Homecoming or a possible Saturday football game. Items for auction include polaris auction, baskets, ski weekend. Info will try to be posted on the website. Kim will get receipt sheets for business donations records.

Denny's Bulletin Board:  

1.  Schedules are out.  Will be as accurate as possible.  Upcoming meeting for NCIC/Mid-Illini scheduled.

2.  Bob Bannister:  Health problems so he will no longer be able to maintain the fields and do cleanup after the games.  Are looking for someone to take over this, possibly a retired person.  There is minimal salary involved, $30/game.  Coach Rashid will be contacted for possible candidates. The school would like to do something to show their appreciation to Bob. His wife will be contacted for suggestions or needs.  A possible pass to all games, a windshirt, a plaque and induction into the Hall of Fame were all mentioned.  Recognition could be done during the Fall Maroon & Gray Night.

New Business:  Try to set up a committee specifically to raise money.

Kim's Objectives:  Improve athletics financially and physically; continue to build the Athletic Booster Club organization with increased membership and committees; create synergy between the club and other sport organizations; challenge all to create visions and implement them; have fun.
