Minutes from the previous meeting of August 17th were read.  Matt Storti made a motion to accept said minutes.  Adam Duvall seconded.   The minutes were passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Kim Robertson presented the Treasurer's report in the absence of Paul Buob.  Stipend checks have not been received yet but have been written for the equipment upgrade to the football concession stand.  Scholarship to Robin Flick was taken care of.

Old Business:  Publicity Report:  Program discussion went well. Wondering  about the winter schedule. HR Imaging coming to the school 11-14-05 to take team pictures.  May look into getting additional advertisers.  Will get copies of programs to advertisers.  Not sure if will mail or deliver.  
Brenda Stewart offered to deliver all she can here in town.  Kim Robertson to do what she cannot.  A magnet and program book will be given to all advertisers.  Kim will type an accompanying letter to go with these. Updated sign at Football Stadium - looks good.  Pressbox is all updated and painted.

Website Update - If anyone has scores to games that Kim was not at, please get them to him.  Adam will help with score upkeep also.

Membership Committee Report:  Dave Shindley not available.  Total of 104 members so far.  Are ahead of last year on the membership total.  A few  ideas for getting members:  go to volleyball and soccer games to recruit; this winter go to CEC and Mossville and recruit;  involve new/upcoming parents to obtain more recognition; after homecoming, do a membership
blitz - will bring this up at later meetings also; earmark money for specific objectives.

Concession Stand Committee Report:  Larry Stewart has graciously taken on the managers job.  Kim and Jerry had set up for last Friday and there was lots of help.  This made a difference.  The concessions made almost $5000.00. Band spaghetti dinner is in competition with the homecoming game. Athletic Booster Club night should be on homecoming night not band. Used to be that the Alumni group did the dinner.  A letter to Dr. Kinney will be sent. Deeper pans helped.  Spent $200.00 on a new broiler.  A cooler broke.  Used one from the baseball concession.  Will look into getting one from the Coke supplier.  Layout is an improvement. Trailer - selling water, pop, and popcorn.  Were busy all night. Helped to take some pressure off the concessions.  Mr. Fraikes noted that "Snowball'  group will help run the trailer.  Athletic Booster Club to possibly give them a donation.  There are 3 more home games to go.  Will talk with Mr. Fraikes on dollar amount per night to donate ($50.00/night suggested.)  Long-term may use only one popcorn popper in the trailer and bring the second to the concession stand. Question need for more ice.  Kim to contact Home City Ice.  May be more expensive but more convenient also.

Golf Outing:  Made short of $2000.00.  Had a good turnout.  No money prizes were given.  Kim got almost all the donated prizes which really helped.

Can purchase at 
Wal-Mart.  Will need 6 rolls.  Kim can get if Dennis or Shawn cannot. 

5. If there are any additional auction items, need to be sent to Dennis.   
6. No contact from Peoria Rough Riders yet.  Per Denny O'Boyle, may not be a team this year so will forgo this idea.  
7. Other ideas for auction items - contact Mr. Ciccarelli and see if he will donate a fishing deal at his cabin; contact Athletic Director, Mayor, Principal, Police Chief and
see if they will donate 2 hours of their time to be used however the winner wants. 

8. Oil to replace oil in the fryers - comes from the concessions.

9.  Dennis Fraikes can email any other questions to Kim.

10. Can they contact High-5 sports to put on marquee to support auction?

11. Can we advertise on Mediacom? - Ellen Grogg to take care of this since she works at
Mediacom.


JFL Fun Day:  No representative was present.  Is on October 1st.  There are 16 teams playing on 3 fields.  Expect between 1500 and 2000 people.  Can they utilize our concessions?  Per Kim Robertson, no problem issues seen.  However, will need to do an inventory, have storage for the JFL goods, and stock prior to 10/1 but after the 9/30 football game.  Todd Horak and Kevin 
Callahan are the JFL contact persons.  Starts at approximately 9am on 10/1.  Jerry Myers to get a list of what IVC sold/bought for the Metamora game so they have an idea of what quantity to purchase.  Kim and Jerry volunteered to help with JFL start-up.  Athletic Booster Club can then use reciprocity of JFL parents.  Will contact Mr. Bannister about he and his grandchildren doing clean-up after the 9/30 football game.  Pressbox will be used for the JFL games on 10/1, not for the home soccer game.

Powder Puff Game:  Run by the Student Council.  Is scheduled for 9/25/05.  Matt Storti was contacted by Alyssa Wilson to help - either as scorekeeper, announcer, or in concessions.  Dennis Fraikes will be available to help. Kim volunteered to help.  In the past profits were split 50/50.  An inventory must be done.  Kim and Dennis to discuss.

Homecoming:  Never done anything as a group in the past to help support it.  Is this needed?  A membership table will be set up at skit night. Further discussion to take place at a later date.

Football Halftime:  Should there be community involvement?  Only an exact number of minutes allowed.  Even the band cannot play over.  Maybe look into playing the other teams fight songs.  Will be looked into for next year.

Sports Reps:  Kim to put together current and updated list.  Do have a golf rep but could not be here tonight.  Will be present at next meeting. Need more parent involvement.

Denny's Bulletin Board:  Co-op with Dunlap swim team has been obtained for another 2 years.  Since is not a conference sport, is okay with the  Mid-Illini. No go for the girls golf team, only boys next year. Soccer parents are calling.  Concerned with the conference game at Metamora on bonfire night.  Am in the process of talking with Metamora Athletic Director but since is a home game for them, is up to them to make final call.  Was able to move the Roanoke/Benson soccer game to later in October.  Was to be played on Friday, September 30th at Roanoke/Benson.

New Business:  Denny O'Boyle had NCIC meeting 2 weeks ago.  Another one is  scheduled for 9/27/05.  Will receive next Fall's schedule then.  Most dates/games seem to fall on Tuesday or Thursday.  There are 10 conference games and then we need to pick up 25 non-conference games.  NCIC does things a little different.
