Introduction of Special Guests:  Dr. David Kinney was introduced and requested that the Athletic Booster Club support the Hot Hoops project.  IVCHS would make between $3,000 - $5,000 in concessions.  He met with the Chamber of Commerce and they are proposing to redo the entire event.  Only those 19 years old and under will be able to participate.  There would be basketball, volleyball, soccer, wheelchair events, and a home-run-derby.  It would be  a kids sports extravaganza.  Half of the moneys collected would go for sports and the other half would go to IVCHS.  The Chamber will help.   They have insurance and so does IVC so that is not an issue.  Dr. Kinney suggested that the moneys made be dedicated to obtaining new permanent bleachers outside.  Paul Buob stated that the Park District may have some old bleachers that IVCHS may be able to purchase.   Jeff McMorrow, the Youth Activity Director will help.  Both concessions will be open and selling.  A fee structure is needed so that it is family friendly.  Jim Thornton has agreed to do a Friday night clinic.  Dr. Kinney will put info in the 321 Connections that is mailed to families.  Because the school is involved, it will have a different outlook in the community.  Brenda Stewart voiced concern that the suggested weekend is not a good weekend – too much else going on.  Paul Buob voiced concern over the number of volunteers needed.  Kim Robertson voiced his support believing if there is a goal – bleachers – would be easier to get people to volunteer.  He is behind Hot Hoops 100%.

Motion to co-sponsor Hot Hoops with IVCHS/Chillicothe Chamber of Commerce made.  All agreed.  Motion passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.  

Dr. Kinney also informed those present that by the next Board Meeting in May, there will be an outline for the new gym and any ideas or questions should be directed to him.

Secretary’s Report:  Minutes from the previous meeting of March 20, 2006 were read.  Kent Rutan made a motion to accept said minutes.  Matt Storti seconded.  The minutes were passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Treasurer’s Report:  Paul Buob presented the treasurers report.  The balance from the prior month was $19,139.85.  Recent expenses totaling $1,015.58 and a deposit of $3,219.00 brought the checking account balance as of April 19, 2006 to $21,343.47.  The amount of available funds was reported to be $15,347.63.  There was an overstatement in available funds.  Echo Valley meats is still owed $1,000.00 with another $600.00 in profit from the selling of the hams noted.  There being no further corrections, Larry Stewart made a motion to accept the report and Kim Robertson seconded.  The report passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.  

Presidents Notes:  Pepsi was given the contract.  Coke will remove its coolers on 4/20/06 and Pepsi will install theirs.  There will be one for CYSA and one for baseball.  Dave will remove our products from the Coke coolers prior to 4/20/06.  

This years ham sales were a great start to hopefully a yearly fund raiser.  Between 40-50 hams were sold.  Next year the Athletic Booster Club may want to target Easter again for sales of the hams and consider selling smoked turkey and beef in the fall.  Echo Valley is also negotiating with Trefzgers to co-sponsor samples and a catalog.  Kim Robertson gave his thanks to Steve Lockridge for all his help.

Project Graduation is under way.

IVCHS is hosting the Girls Track Sectional.  Track parents want to run the concessions for a fundraiser.  Date is Friday May 12, 2006.  Need to let Coach Prout know if Athletic Booster Club is okay with this.  4.  IVCHS is hosting the Girls Softball Regional.  Dates are Tuesday 5/16, Wednesday 5/17, and Saturday 5/20.  Concession profits would go to Softball.  5.  Monday night, 4/24/06 is the first home baseball game under the new lights.  Are looking to having a huge crowd.  Coach Rashid has lots of fun things planned.  IVC will play Dunlap.  Concessions will be open.  Any juice, water, or powerade left will be donated to the Athletic Booster Club.
