Kim welcomed all who were in attendance.  

Dr. Kinney thanked all for their support to the district and to the kids.  Dr. Kinney gave an update on the search for an architect for the new gym.  There were 12 firms that submitted credentials.  PSA Newberry was selected.  On a very fast track right now – new facility will be available in January 2008.  The design will be available in mid September.  The bids for contractors will go out in mid December.  The new facility will seat 500 for the under class games and have a fitness center with 24 stations.  The district/school web site will be updated in approximate 5 weeks.  He will come to a future meeting to discuss alternative bids.  May ask the boosters for help in the selection process of contractors.  
The bleachers from Farmington High School need to be picked up. Two sections were bought.  They are constructed with galvanized steel.  Need to be upgraded to look like football bleachers.  The district has bought the bleachers.  They will be used for the soccer and baseball fields.  Dr. Kinney asked the booster for help in getting the bleachers from Farmington to IVC.  The bleachers need to be brought up to code and cannot be used until this is done.  Kim saw them and they look great.  The cost of the bleachers is $11,000 plus the cost of the upgrades.  

The Boosters agreed to get the bleachers from Farmington.  

Dr. Kinney approved the new concession window.   Dr. Kinney went to the City Council meeting regarding the drilling of two wells.  The city turned him down.  This was not given to him in writing.  The next City Council meeting is October 23.  
Coaches Update:

Denny did the introductions of the school coaches.  

· Tim Heinz, Football:  He stated that there are 25 more kids this year from last year.  The numbers are between 90-99.  There are 35 freshman, 30 sophomore, and 30 on the Varsity team.  The first practice went well.  The first game is in two weeks against Monmouth.  The scrimmage is at 6pm on the 18th.  He is not concerned with being in the new conference.  He his excited about the upcoming season. 

Tim stated that the team does have some equipment needs.  He is requesting ½ the cost of a shed to store the equipment.  The total for a new shed is approximately $850.  He is asking for ½ that amount from the Booster.   Kim asked Dr. Kinney about a pep bus for the kids to the away games.  Dr. Kinney said that he would let the Boosters know and that the district will do something.  Boosters will help with the loss to the school for the bus usage.  Need to charge the kids at least $4 and have at least 30 kids to have a bus.  Dr. Kinney appreciates the help and said that “we will work something out”

Tim said that 2 assistant coaches were hired.  Ryan Kenney, who volunteered last year, for the freshman and Jim Donahue who coached in other districts in the past.  
· Chris Gasper, Soccer Head Coach – Chris provided handouts to the members in attendance. His team was conditioning in the off season 3 times a week 2 times a day.  They are down 4 players from last year.  Soccer does not have conference schedule.  It will start next year.   

· Lisa Miller, Volley Ball Head Coach.  Lisa presented a wish list of new uniforms.  She showed us the ones that the Fresh/Soph girls are wearing now.  She states that they look like basketball uniforms.  New uniforms are bought every three years for the Varsity team.  The freshman and sophomores had to purchase their own tops last year and had a fund-raiser for the shorts.   She suggested that the Varsity get new uniforms, the sophomores get the old Varsity ones and that the freshman get new tops.  


There was a volley ball camp this summer at IVC.  No seniors, two juniors, and 22 freshmen were at the camp.  Try outs for the teams are next week.  Lisa is looking forward to a great season.  Volley ball is in the new conference.  IVC will be hosting a round-robin tournament on September 23rd.  Rantoul, Lexington and Mason City are invited.  
· Jim Thornton, Golf head coach.  There are 15 kids on the golf team.  They will be in the Midland tournament and Princeton Invitational.  He did present a wish list.  He used his $200 stipend for new pullover golf shirts.  Last year they had a fund-raiser.  Jim asked for a $50 stipend for breakfast for the kids when they leave very early in the morning for a tournament.  He is looking to have a clinic at Arrowhead so that some of the kids can get playing time during the summer. 
· Melissa Castle, Cheerleading Coach.  She was not present at the meeting.  She sent her wish list for a new music box.

· The Swim Team has 5 or 6 in Coop Swim with Dunlap.  Jim Bucher is the coach at Dunlap.  The Swim team needs better promotion.  Information needs to be posted on the web site.  Mrs. Rock is the parent rep.

· Mr. Themas, Cross County coach.  He was not present. 

Denny stated that the teams this year are young.  There are not many senior athletes.  Need to work the young kids hard in order to compete.  

IVC was 6th out of 8 in the Mid-Illini All Sports Award.  Beat out Limestone and Canton. 

The Coaches are to email Kim with the names of the team parent representatives.  Fall sports pictures are on August 16th beginning at 2:30pm.

Membership – Dave Schindley was at the high school registration.  On the first day he had 55-60 memberships on all levels. Did not have the exact numbers as there was still another day of registration.  There was 8-9 gold memberships sold.  He will give Kim the exact count after registration ends.  

Maroon and Grey night is a big night for the Boosters.  A big “Thank You” to Dave for all of his hard work!!  
Communication – Fall program -- Shawn will contact PSA Newberry for sponsorship.  Also need to contact Edward Jones.  There will be a practice run at the concession stand on Aug. 18th (football scrimmage) and on August 24th (Maroon and Grey night).  The parking signs for the Gold memberships will be moved from the North parking lot to the South parking lot.  There are 35 signs.  The new windows for the concession stand were discussed with Jim Whitely.  He said that it would be easy to cut out the bricks and will fix where needed.  Jim said that he would do the job for a gold membership and $100.   Kim said that an overhead door at Menard’s would be $179 each.
Denny had nothing more to add for his bulletin board.

New software was bought for $160.  The Boosters now have a Post Office Box.   

The Electric popcorn popper is on loan to the movie theater.  
New Business -- Shawn looked into the cost of the bracelets.  They cost .45 each.  They could sell for $1 or $2.  Shawn made a motion to purchase 1000 bracelets. Laurie Mauer seconded.  The motion was unanimously approved.
