Echo Valley Meats, Bartonville, Illinois

Echo Valley Meats presented a fund raising opportunity for the IVC Athletic Booster Club of selling hams.  Highlights were:


(A)

Ham type, size and cost: (1)  Smoked 8-10lbs - $31; (2) Smoked 17-20lbs. - $55; (3) Smoked/Spiral Sliced/Honey Glazed - $34; and (4) Smoked/Spiral Sliced/Honey Glazed - $59.

(B)

Booster Club receives 40% of total sales proceeds.


(C)

No minimum order.


(D)

Hams come frozen in a box marked with a “custom” IVC Athletic Booster Club” label.


(E)

Echo Valley will provide refrigerated truck on day of delivery.


(F)

No prepayment required (Echo Valley will bill Booster Club upon delivery of hams.)

The Echo Valley representatives left the meeting after a 15 minute presentation.  A discussion followed.  Assuming Kim Robertson obtains approval from school administration, the fund raiser will be marketed as follows:


(A)

Flyers (provided by Echo Valley) will reflect that all orders and payments must be turned in by March 24, 2006.  The hams will be available for pick-up at the high school on a date to be determined prior to the Easter break (approx. April 13).

(B) 
Flyers will be placed inside student report card envelopes (approx. March 9) with the Booster Club likely to be responsible for stuffing the envelopes.  Flyers also will be distributed at upcoming athletic events and will be available from the Booster Club website.

(C)

The flyer will state that completed order forms, with a check payable to “IVC Athletic Boosters”, should be mailed to Paul Buob at his home address or delivered to Denny O’Boyle at the high school.

A motion that the Club proceed with the “Easter Ham” fund raiser was made by Larry Stewart, seconded by Paul Buob, and passed unanimously.

IV.
SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes from the January 18, 2006, meeting were distributed and reviewed.  Two corrections were made:

TREASURER’S REPORT

Paul Buob presented the treasurer’s report.  Balance in January was $21,544.30.  Payments totaled $155.00.  Deposits totaled $45.00.  Checking account balance as of February 15, 2006, was $21,434.30.  Adam Duvall made a motion to accept the report.  Larry Stewart seconded.  The report was passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

VI.
PRESIDENT’S NOTES

Kim Robertson tabled for future discussion the idea of the Booster Club sponsoring a Super Bowl Party for next year.  Kim stated that Notre Dame High School held a Super Bowl Party this year at Jim’s and raised approximately $5,000.  IVC may want to consider holding a Super Bowl Party next year (perhaps at Three Sisters Park).

IHSA March Madness/Thunder Zone needs volunteers.  Would Booster Club be interested in volunteering?  IVC is paired with Dunlap to man the “Thunder Zone” on Friday, March 10, 2006, from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  Any one high school age or older can volunteer.  Kim Robertson stated he would send an e-mail to the Club membership asking for volunteers.

IX.
COMMUNICATION
(A)

Spring Sport Schedules will be ready February 15, 2006.  The pocket schedules will take another two weeks.  A question was raised asking for the name of the sponsor on last year’s Spring pocket guide.  No one knew for certain.  It was stated that the businesses that advertised the prior year are approached first.  The cost for being a sponsor is $150.   Todd Barber asked to be placed on the sponsor list.

The starting times for some of the baseball and softball games will be adjusted to start later given the new lights around the ball diamonds.  Early season games will not be adjusted due to the likelihood of cool weather.   Dr. Kinney is taking care of having the lights around the soccer field ready for the boys Fall soccer season.

(B)

Denny O’Boyle reported that next year some sports will not have a NCIC conference schedule (cross country, soccer, track).  However, these sports will participate in the NCIC Conference competitions at season end. 

(C)

Spring Sport Picture Day is scheduled for Tuesday, March 14, 2006, starting at 2:35 p.m. with the boys baseball teams, followed by girls track, boys track, girls softball and girls soccer.

UPCOMING BOOSTER PROJECTS
(A)

Spring Maroon & Gray Night is scheduled for Monday, March 20, 2006, at 6:00 p.m.  The boys baseball teams will be introduced at 6:05 p.m. followed by girls softball, girls soccer, girls track and ending with boys track.  Kim Robertson asked for ideas for entertaining the crowd following the introduction of the teams. 

(B)

Three Sport Athlete Scholarships - Barb Daniels has the information pertaining to the three sport scholarships.  Kim Robertson will send an e-mail inquiring about the status of notifying the students about the scholarship availability and the procedures for applying.  Scholarship recipients must be athletes who have played three sports every year for four years at IVC. 

XI.
OLD BUSINESS
(A)

Boys Regional Basketball Tournament - IVC will host the Regional boys basketball tournament beginning Tuesday, February 21 thru Friday, February 24.  IVC’s first game will be at 7:30 p.m. on Wednesday.  There will be one game on Thursday with the championship game being played on Friday.  Both games will start at 7:30 p.m.

(B)

Hot Hoops Tournament - Paul Buob pursued the question of whether the Booster Club would be interested in running the Hot Hoops tournament in July.  In years past, the tournament has been held along Second Street in downtown Chillicothe and is run by the Chillicothe Chamber of Commerce with the help of a private individual.  The private individual has declined to assist and the Chamber is seeking a replacement.   It is estimated that the event profits approximately $5,000 to $9,000 of which the Chamber equally would split with the Booster Club.  The Chamber would administer and promote the event and the Booster Club would provide the labor to organize and run it.  Dr. Kinney stated he would permit the use of the high school parking lot.  It was suggested that concessions could be sold and other side events (such as a dunk tank) could be set up as a means of raising additional money.  Down sides to the event are: (i) the recruitment of an individual willing and knowledgeable about the running of the tournament, (ii) the need for many volunteers, (iii) police/security presence to handle fights, and (iv) liability issues both to person and property.  The subject was tabled until next month pending Club members making inquiries of individuals familiar with the tournament.  Brett Cantwell was mentioned as being someone to be approached.

XII.
AVAILABLE FUNDS TO-DATE
(A)

A spreadsheet showing the “Allocation of Available Funds” from February 2005 was distributed.  Attempting to budget for future expenses based on last year’s balance sheet is risky in light of the “unknowns” surrounding the move to the new conference and the construction of a “field house.”  It was remarked that the Booster Club may want to be conservative and consider holding its money rather than spending it.

(B)

$600 is available for spending.  It was mentioned that new accounting software needs purchased for the Booster Club.  Denny O’Boyle remarked no funds are needed at this time for the purchase of additional warm-ups.  The Mid-Illini Conference sport banners will come down and will be placed in a less visible area.  The school is paying the expense of replacing the Mid-Illini banners with new NCIC banners .

(C)

Larry Stewart made a motion to purchase 12 dozen softballs for use in the pitching machine at the cost of $260.00.  Paul Buob seconded.  The motion passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

XIII.
NEW BUSINESS

Chillicothe Football (George Taylor) Inductees Hall of Fame Reception - Todd Barber, as reception committee chairman, updated the Club concerning the reception that is being planned to celebrate the Chillicothe football teams (1954, 1955, 1957) who are being inducted into the Greater Peoria Sports Hall of Fame during a ceremony at the Peoria Civic Center on Sunday, April 9, 2006.  Todd stated that the goal is to elicit enough community interest and participation to generate a “pep rally” atmosphere.  The tentative date for the reception is Saturday, April 8, 2006, between 2:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Tentative locations now are either IVC or CEC (not Arrowhead Country Club).  There will be a pep rally in the gym with Dan Dietrich providing a pep band.  A reception in the commons area will follow with cookies and juice being served.  A DJ will be present with an open microphone to allow the football players to share their memories about their football success.  T-shirts are being designed that say “Chillicothe Township” as it was back in the 1950's.  Todd stated Mrs. George Taylor plans to attend and he is seeking a photograph of George Taylor that can be put on display.  Todd stated that a notice will be placed in the Chillicothe papers advertising the reception.  The committee is having a meeting on February 16, 2006, at Pearce starting at 6:30 p.m.  Todd encouraged everyone to get involved to help ensure an impressive turnout.
