III.
SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes from the February 14, 2006, meeting were distributed and reviewed.  There were no additions or corrections.  Denny O’Boyle made a motion to accept said minutes.  Adam Duvall seconded.  The minutes were passed by unanimous consent of the attendees. 

IV.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Paul Buob presented the treasurer’s report.  The balance from the prior month was $21,434.30.  Recent payments totaling $2,310.45 and a deposit of $16.00 brought the checking account balance as of March 20, 2006, to $19,139.85.  The amount of available funds was reported to be $13,144.21.  After review, it was determined that the $13,144.21 “available funds” amount was overstated by approximately $1,500 due to the inclusion of the balance between the funds raised by the fish fry ($4,904) less the actual amount of the 3-sport scholarships ($3,000).  Money raised from the fish fry are to be used exclusively for the 3-sport scholarships and any remaining funds should be set aside to budget the fish fry event for the following year.  There being no further corrections, Matt Storti made a motion to accept the report.  Brenda Stewart seconded.  The report passed by unanimous consent of the attendees. 

V.
PRESIDENT’S NOTES

Kim Robertson commended the boys’ basketball team on their second place finish in the IHSA State tournament and praised the outpouring of support by the student body and community.  Kim stated that there are no basketball expenses that need covered.

VI.
HOT HOOPS TOURNAMENT 
Paul Buob stated that he met with the Chillicothe Mayor and representatives of the Chamber of Commerce concerning the Hot Hoops tournament.  The event is scheduled for July 22, 2006, and runs from 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Paul reviewed that the event will require at least 18 volunteers of which the Chamber stated it would provide approximately five to ten volunteers and also will provide police presence.  Bradley basketball players will come out to promote the event, but will not play in the tournament.  The Chamber will finance and advertise the event and the Booster Club would be expected to set-up and run the event.  The high school parking lot would need to be taped to establish approximately 16 courts.  A person to officiate and a scorekeeper are needed.  Paul stated that Dr. David Kinney was not present at the Chamber meeting, therefore, questions concerning insurance issues or the use of the high school rest room facilities remained unanswered.  It is projected that the Club could earn somewhere between $3,000 to $5,000 which does not include any profit earned from selling concessions.  Paul further reported that a similar “3 on 3” tournament is being organized by the private individual who has run the Hot Hoops tournament for the Chamber in past years.  Her event is scheduled to be held on June 23, 2006.  Due to the many “unknowns” surrounding the tournament, Larry Stewart made a motion that the Club not pursue working the Hot Hoops tournament.  The motion was seconded by Todd Barber.  The motion passed by the majority of the attendees.

VII.
DENNY’S BULLETIN BOARD

(A)

Denny O’Boyle stated that basketball senior, Ryan Thornton, has been asked to play in the Heart of Illinois All-Star Basketball Classic.  Ryan’s participation in the game will require the purchase of a jersey at the cost of $40.  Denny asked if the Booster Club would be willing to expend the money to purchase the jersey.  Matt Storti made a motion to purchase the jersey and Adam Duvall seconded the motion.  The motion passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

(B)

The “Project Graduation” committee would like the Athletic Booster Club to donate to its event.  It did not ask for a specific amount.  Project Graduation is an annual event held exclusively for graduating seniors on the night of graduation.  The event provides food, entertainment and prizes and is funded primarily by community donations.  Matt Storti made a motion to donate $100 to “Project Graduation.”  Larry Stewart seconded the motion.  The motion passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

(C)

Girls Basketball Coach, Paul Mercer, has been named “Coach of the Year” for District 12.  Denny suggested the Booster Club consider placing an ad showing its support in the program brochure.  The cost of a half page ad is $100.  Matt Storti made a motion that the Club purchase the $100 ad.  Larry Stewart seconded the motion.  The motion passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

(D)

Denny stated that there is no refrigerator in the coaches’ office.  Denny asked that Club members pass the word that a refrigerator is needed or perhaps the Club would be willing to donate the money to purchase a new refrigerator.  Guest, Steve Lockridge, remarked that he would check to see whether Echo Valley Meats might have a refrigerator it could donate.  Kim Robertson responded that if a used refrigerator cannot be found, the Athletic Boosters should consider purchasing a refrigerator for the coaches’ office.  

VIII. INTRODUCTION OF SPECIAL GUEST
Kim Robertson turned the meeting over to guest, Steve Lockridge, of Echo Valley Meats to present several tasty fund-raising options to boost concession sales.  Steve shared with attendees samples of meat snack sticks and beef jerky.  The snacks come in a variety of flavors (spicy, smoked, barbeque).  They have a long shelf-life and no refrigeration is necessary.  No minimum order is required and Steve stated that he could deliver the meat snacks whenever and in whatever quantities the Club requested.  Each meat stick comes in a 1 to 2 ounce package at a cost of 50¢ each and can be sold at the suggested price of $2 each.  The beef jerky comes in a 10 oz. package at a Club cost of $1.25-$1.50 each.  The consensus was that the meat snacks and beef jerky probably would sell very well (especially during football season).  Steve stated that he would provide Larry Stewart with a price list for consideration when the Club purchases items for concessions. 

Steve also stated that Echo Valley Meats could supply other meat items, such as hot dogs, brats and pork chops.  Echo Valley Meats welcomes the opportunity to supply not only the high school events, but the community youth sport programs as well.  Steve stated that a 10 lb. case consisting of 40 hot dogs (weighing ¼ lb. each) would cost $28.00.  Kim Robertson will provide Steve with a list showing the quantities of meat items sold during the past football season.

Pictures on Website - Kim Robertson asked about the Spring sport team pictures for placement on the website.  Mike Ratcliff responded that he had the pictures and would get them to Kim for placement on the website. 

XI.
UPCOMING BOOSTER PROJECTS
(A)

Easter Ham Fund Raiser - Paul Buob left the meeting early and was unavailable to provide an order status.  Kim stated that Booster Club members need to push the sale of the hams.  The sale concludes on Friday, March 24.  Steve Lockridge suggested placing posters around town advertising the ham fund raiser. 

(B)

Three Sport Athlete Scholarships - Kim reported the scholarship forms went out.  It is suspected that the 2006 graduating class probably has a lot of 3-sport athletes.  Kim inquired about the voting process.  No one knew for certain.  Apparently, there is a 3-sport scholarship code book outlining the guidelines.

(C)

Concessions - Softball/Stewart’s; Baseball/Shindley; Track/Belt; Soccer/Belt.

Shawn Garner and Larry Stewart will take care of purchasing concession items for the games scheduled over the next couple weeks.  Larry Stewart will move some items from the football concession over to the baseball concession.  However, some items will be left for selling during upcoming soccer and/or track events.  Matt Storti stated he would give Barb Belt his key to the football concession stand.

(D)

Pepsi/Coke - Kim Robertson reported no decision has been made.  However, it appears the decision is swinging toward Pepsi.

XII.
NEW BUSINESS

(A)

Shawn Garner stated he has a lead on a free-standing, cart style popcorn machine.  The cost is $150.  A similar machine would cost approximately $500 brand new.  George Switzer made a motion that the Club provide the funds to purchase the popcorn machine.  Matt Storti seconded.  The motion passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

(B)

Shawn Garner stated that the Junior/Senior American baseball league would like to use the trailer over the summer.  Most of their games are during the evening.  There was no objection.
