Secretary’s Report:  Minutes from the previous meeting of April 19, 2006 were read.  Denny O;Boyle made a motion to accept said minutes.  Lori Maurer seconded.   The minutes were passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Treasurer’s Report:  Paul Buob presented the treasury report.  Concession stand for the softball team was found to be defaced with oil-based paint.   Graffiti was found on the bathroom walls.  Was done after the Memorial Day games.  Police have been notified.


Update on the Paul Mercer ad:  approved $100.0 toward ad.   Denny moved to accept and Kim seconded.


Approved $40.00 fee for jersey for Ryan Thornton.  Needs to be paid but not sure who to send to.  Also need picture of Ryan to go with it.  Paul will contact Jim Thornton to get picture and address to send check/picture.  


In projected cost summary, still have listed the 2006 awards not paid out yet.  Available funds include $1900.00 from the fish Fry for the Scholarship Award.  The Three-Sport Athlete Award will have its requirements changed.  The Bylaws will be rewritten.  Some funds will be retained instead of all being spent since IVCHS will be going into a new conference and costs are uncertain.  Also, the Athletic Booster Club is backing a new gym projected to be built and the cost is uncertain.   A Thank-You was received from Project Graduation.  Curt Buster made a motion to accept the report and Cheryl Buster seconded.  Kim challenged Paul to find a new software program that contains a new accounting package.  Denny mad a motion to spend $200.00 on the program.  Cheryl Buster seconded.  Report passed by unanimous consent of the attendees.

Relay teams in both boys and girls track placed at state.  Mr. O’Boyle going to Joliet tomorrow with the Baseball Team.  The games are at Silver-Cross Stadium in downtown Joliet.  Tickets may be obtained there.  Then, Mr. O’Boyle goes to a football camp on Sunday and is gone until 6/18/06.

5. Sunday is the Mid-Illini Conference Banquet at Cater Inn, Peoria.  There are students from Track (boys and girls teams), softball, soccer, and baseball that will be honored.  IVCHS is going out of the Mid-Ilini Conference on a high note.  6. Golf  Outing – Scheduled for Sunday September 10, 2006 at Laurel Greens.  Is $50.00 per- person.  (Need to advertise earlier than last year.)  Includes dinner, cart, 18 holes of golf, drink tickets, and raffle drawing.  (Thanks to Kim last year we had something for everyone in the raffle.)  Made $2500-$3000 last year.   The mailing list from last year is needed.  There were a lot of volunteers who didn’t golf.  But, can win big bucks if can golf.   A committee meeting will be scheduled for the end of June when Denny is available again.  Other places have contacted IVC to have the golf outing at their place but Laurel Greens has been real good to us and the food is good.  7. Kim did a super job representing IVC Athletic Booster Club on Honors Night.  Thanks Kim!  8. Fall/Winter Sports Schedules – 100% done.  Spring is not done yet.  NCIC teams in A Conference with a Fresh/Soph Team and a Varsity Team.  Looking for other teams to play.  Trying to get as many Mid-Illini teams as can.  Only 9 games scheduled so far.  Kim will contact Denny for pocket schedules.   The question was raised asking if IVC will evolve to a Fresh/Soph (JV) and Varsity school.  Denny replied they hope to keep it Fresh, Soph, and Varsity as it is now.  

Membership:  It is very important.  Need to start planning for next year.  Will get advertising to all those that joined last year and in the newspapers.  Will keep the multi-tiered membership that had last year.  Dr. Kinney along with the maintenance people suggested the Gold members be moved from the North to the South side. Dave Shindley came up with a new fundraising idea to sell IVC hood covers at $149.00 each.  Would cost us $80.00 but have to order a minimum of 500.  Idea was voted down because those present did not believe 500 could be sold. 

Sports Representatives:  Important to this organization. Need new blood to revitalize the club.  Kim to contact Tim Heinz personally for Football rep and Mr. Thornton for Basketball rep.  The Waymans volunteered for either Football or Track.  Need to have the coaches help to get new blood.

2006-2007 Officers – No one is up for election this year.

2006 Awards Night:  Nominations were by the coaches.  Tough to pick the winners.   Athletics made a good presence at Honors Night.  67% of Honor students are in athletics.

New REP and Member Appreciation Dinner:  Recruit new reps and invite them to a BBQ.  Not on school property because may want to have alcohol available.  3 Sisters Park mentioned for July.

Can sell all year round and good at all their stores.  There is a web-site.  Would like to plan for the Fall to start.
