Secretary’s Report:  October meeting minutes were read and approved.  Dennis O’Boyle made a motion to accept said minutes.  Gwen Renner seconded.

Treasurer’s Report:  Paul Buob out of town.  Kim Robertson to obtain the report.

Denny’s Bulletin Board:  1. Winter stipends needed.  Will get from Paul when he is available.  2. Request from boys basketball for donation from the Athletic Booster Club for $300.00 to help purchase warm-ups.  40 total are needed.  Will also do 2 fundraisers to raise money. Need more football conference patches since sophomores got second and freshman won conference.  4. Ice bill – not paid in September or October yet.  5. Getting ready for winter sports. Current Projects:  A. Concession clean-up day is tentatively scheduled for November 26.  They will then be closed down for the winter.  Kim will notify volunteers by email.  Welding will need to be done on plates.  Pop and Gatorade in the concessions will be sold to the school.
