Introduction of Special Guests:  Kim introduced Dr. David Kinney.  Dr. Kinney thanked all who helped move the bleachers from Farmington High School to IVC.  Are still working on getting them set up.  There are new safety codes now so have ordered parts for the upgrade and are awaiting them.  Will run between $14,000 - $15,000 to upgrade.  Need at least three quotes.  Need to get Harry Miller back out to IVC to move bleachers on the concrete pad.  Will start on the soccer lights this week.  Tunneling will be one under the road so can use soccer and football lights at the same time.  On Friday 9/29/06, holes will be dug and the posts for the lights set.  The following week of 10/2/06, wires will be pulled through the conduits during the day.

Gym Update:  Plans are on display.  Fitness center and new gym to be attached to the old gym.  The ventilation units present outside will be moved to the roof so the fitness center

Can run alongside.  Bleacher positions are changed from the original plans.  490 seats are planned.  Over the next six weeks, building materials will be chosen.  The fitness center addition will have glass or panels and the gym also will use panels along with the use of natural lighting.  The new addition will be air-conditioned.  The fitness center will have hi-tech cardiovascular stations along with weights.  (It will be three times the size of the present fitness room).  Will be going to look at both Dunlap and the Riverplex on how their building materials were used.  Then, bid-specs will be contracted out in mid-December 2006.  All is falling in line.  Funding:  Cost is going to be between $2.8-3.3 million.  New look is not a significant amount.  The plans for different lobby areas are what have increased the cost.  Will also seek alternative bids for electric hoists and a new wooden floor.  Dr. Kinney is asking the Athletic Booster Club to commit with financial/committee assistance on an alternative bid.  Community will be more supportive if the Athletic Booster Club is behind it.  And, the kids deserve it.  Kim Robertson verbalized that Dr. Kinney, the School Board, and the teachers need to be complimented on their hard work.  Will bring it to a vote at a later time but asks for a motion of support.  Steve Lockridge made a motion and Paul Buob seconded.  The Athletic Booster Club will support the construction of the new gym/fitness center.  All present agreed.  No dissenting votes heard.  Dr. Kinney stated that he has also approached the IVC Foundation to come up with fundraising ideas.  This is a three year commitment.  Kim Robertson stated the Athletic Booster Club needs to get more creative and more involved.  Also need to involve CEC and Mossville parents because their children will be benefiting. A March 2007 start date is anticipated to begin the digging.

Secretary’s Report:  August meeting minutes will be amended to include Paul Buob as attending.  Motion made by Kim.  Denny seconded.

Treasurer’s Report:  Maroon and Grey Night = $438.  Soccer Concessions = $208. Farmington Football Game Concessions = $4,741.  Freshman Football Concessions = $351.  Central Football Concessions = 3,212.  Estimated Soccer/Freshman Football Concessions $930.  Approximate revenue = $10,000.  Golf Outing revenue = $1,172.  High –5 Sports will donate 15% of total sales at games to the Athletic Booster Club at the end of the football season.  Sales are going well.  

Denny’s Bulletin Board:  1. Thanks to all who participated in the Golf Outing.  Kim supplied most of the prizes.  2. Paying a lot for ice.  Use between 6-8 bags every Friday night and about 4 per soccer game.  Talked with Jerry Rashid.  He may be able to get IVC an ice machine for less than $500.  An old whirlpool was taken out so a water hookup I available.  May be the Athletic Booster Club could help with expenses.  It would save the school money in the long run.  Paul made a motion to not exceed $500.  Shawn seconded.  3. Scheduled to play Mendota on 9/29/06.  They may strike, however, on Monday 9/25.  So, there may be no football game next Friday.  This doesn’t affect the other events of Homecoming week.  4. Senior night is Friday night, right after the sophomore game.  5. Spaghetti dinner night for the Band is going to be Thursday night- skit and bonfire night.  6. If no football game on Friday, may try to move skit and bonfire night to Friday night.  7. Freshman football game scheduled for 10/2/06 against Rock Falls was cancelled.  Opposing team has no freshman football team.  On 10/4/06, IVC freshman football team may play Notre Dame for 2 quarters starting at 5:30pm.

Membership:  No info in the Fall program but will be in the winter program.  So far there are 40 Gold, 10 Silver, 8 Bronze, 4 Business, and 53 Family memberships.  Not done with the membership drive.  Dave and Cam Parr are trying to come up with some new ideas.  Paul Buob verbalized that NCIC soccer teams charge admission.  Set own fees.  Was $5.00 per  person to see the game.

Communication:  Fall program book all done.  Thanks to all that helped.  Looks great.  Estimated income from programs $4,185. 

Current Projects:  1. Concessions sales going smoothly.  Two new coolers obtained an filled.  Can sell 2x amount used to.  New windows in and is a great improvement.  Opens up area and is easier to work.  Was a goal for 4 years.  Income sales are less than in the past from concessions.  May want to look at Freshman football night since is a busy and dynamic night.  Can make more sales here.  2. 2006-2007 Sport Reps- Need someone for Boys/Girls Track Team.  3. Golf Outing – Summary sheet handed out.  4. Bleachers/Lights –email will be sent when ready to be finished.

Future Projects:  1. Homecoming – Bonfire set-up is Thursday 9/28/06.  Chief Maurer will help coordinate.  Will try to line up enough forklifts to help build.  2. Fish Fry – Dennis Fraikes not here.  Not sure of date yet.  3. NCIC Academic/Athletic Recognition – will look into this.  Athletic Booster Club to talk with schools in conference to try and get this done.  4. NCIC Sports Banquet – New conference does not have one.  Athletic Booster Club to talk to schools and see if this can be done.  5. Evaluate 3-Sport Scholarship Awards – tabled.
