Secretary’s Report:  March minutes were read and reviewed.  Denny O’Boyle made a motion to approve minutes.  Shawn seconded.  Minutes approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Balance is $20,812.97.  $10,000 has been set aside for the new gym.  Waiting for the right moment to present  to the school.  Julie Rock to arrange for the check presentation.  Ham income is $509.50 net revenue after the advertising.  More revenue to come in.  $10,812.97 is then available for the Fall budget.  Motion made to accept the treasure’s report by Shawn.  Steve seconded.  Report accepted. 

President’s Notes:  Gym Commitment:

Discussion was held concerning what the Booster Club should consider donating to the new gym.  Idea suggested to give $30,000 over a 3 year period.  Denny O’Boyle made a motion to commit to raising $30,000 over the next 3 years to the IVC gym.  Shawn seconded.  Paul Buob states may be hard to raise more and not sure if $10,000 is always going to be possible since the Booster Club did carry over funds from last year.  If funds available, would be agreeable to giving even more.  All funds go to the school anyway.  All present voted in agreement.  Motion passed.  Will arrange for Denny to present the check to Dr. Kinney.   

Water Tower:  Status of the Ghost on the new water tower was discussed.  Need to talk to Dr. Kinney directly on this.  He prefers that the ABC not contribute to it.  Denny agreed to let Dr. Kinney handle this.

Denny’s Bulletin Board:  1.  Every head coach was invited to tonight’s meeting.  Present are coaches and reps from Girls Soccer, Wrestling, Boys Track, Baseball, Football, Volleyball, Girls Basketball.  2.  Last Wednesday had first Sectional seed meeting for the Girls Soccer.  IVC is hosting the Girls Soccer sectionals starting on 5/15 at 6pm with IVC vs. Mendota.  There is no admittance fee.  Starting with the semi-finals there is a $5.00per person fee set by the IHSA.  This will be for the 5/17 games at 5pm and 7pm and then the 5/18 game at 7pm.  IVC is seeded third.  Last night had a sectional team meeting for Baseball.  Are seeded first.  IVC is hosting sections to begin on 5/23 at 7pm, 5/24 at 7pm, and then the final is 5/26 at 11am.  If it is raining, will play at 7pm on 5/26.  IVC is also hosting the Girls Sectional Track meet on 5/11.  Girls Track is in charge of concessions.  There is a seed meeting on 5/9 to verify who is in the Lincoln Division.  On Friday  5/4, IVC is hosting the Girls Conference Track Meet.    Softball has had lots of games rescheduled.  3.  May 16 is Honors Night.

Current Projects:  Easter Ham Sales-very successful.  $506 made. Had an issue with Alwans in the billing.  Average weight of a ham was 9# but price was quoted on 7#.  It cost IVC $300 in the end.  We did make $900 total.  All money goes to the sports.  Shawn made a motion to honor what we said we would even if it cost the ABC money.  Next year will get written agreements and bids for the hams.  That was the purpose of this.  Mark Norris seconded.  Motion passed.

Future Projects:  Main Meeting Focus- Coaches here to put in requests for their teams for the next school year.  Denny O’Boyle pointed out that the school is in need of more universal sweats for both the boys and girls.  Need some for the girls soccer team, and both boys and girls track teams.  Need to order now for the Fall. May want to consider a different manufacturer.  Already have some available, but not enough.  Would like to have the ABC add money to funds available .  Getting the sweats returned by the athletes is a big problem.  The coaches are supposed to be responsible for this.  Mark Norris presented ideal to charge an advance fee for returning the uniform.  Coach Themas suggested  giving the student the option of purchasing the sweats.  Paul Buob suggested to give seniors the option of buying the sweats.  Denny O’Boyle suggested setting money aside from sectional profits to pay for sweats.  Are different cuts for both boys and girls.  Karen Rutan offered to be Committee chairperson for fleece sweat purchase.   If ABC pays, don’t need to involve the School Board.  Coach Heinz requesting sideline capes .  The football team does a fundraiser for other need.  Would need 30-40 capes.  No prices yet.  By the end of May, can give a number.  Up to $2500 needed.  Coach Themas:  Don’t do fundraisers.  Requesting another paid assistant.  Too many events for 2 people to adequately coach.   $3000 is the pay scale but depends on the experience.  Denny O’Boyle states that this needs to be taken to the proper authorities at IVC and have the school responsible for the position.  The ABC could verbally back this request to the School Board.  Also requesting covers and a pole vault.  Electronic track timer not working well.  Will contact Mr. Prout to see if he can fix or if the ABC needs to back up the expense to get it to work.    Coach Mercer:  Ellen Fennel has been asked by the IBCA to play in the state ALL-STAR game .  The top 35 senior in the state are invited.  Would like the ABC help pay for a full-page ad totaling $250.  If the ABC could contribute $125 then the team would contribute the rest.  The game is in June at Illinois Wesleyan University, 6/17/07.  Steve Lockridge made a motion to contribute $125, Mark Norris seconded.  Motion passed.    Also requesting software to go with the digital  camera that the Optimist Club bought.  Would be nice to have the capability to make scouting tapes.  Kent Rutan stated that he got some software at Sams Club for $100.  Paul Mercer to research the software and give the ABC a price.  Training videos are also needed.  Wants to also thank the ABC for all the patches the girls received.  Coach Miller:  Volleyball did fundraiser last year.  Have a surplus to fund the end of the year banquet.  Requesting training straps that are used to keep the body low to the floor.  Run about $40 each.  Would like a couple of sets.  Also requesting light weight warm-ups that would be worn for the away games.  Would make the girls look good which is a spirit builder and represents IVC.  For freshmen through seniors, would need 35-40 warm-ups.   Coach Kosinski:  Sue Norris is here representing him.  Raised about $3000 in fundraising this past year.  Requesting new head gear.  Need 15-20 new pieces at about $30.00 each.  The Kent Shield the school will take care of.  Long-sleeve under armour shirts also requested.  Denny O’Boyle states that the school should take care of the head gear.  Coach Gaspar:  Julie Rock representing Boys Soccer.  List from last Fall shows a few things still needed-officials booth, covers for the Team Benches, tent for players  or a traveling tent,  bags were donated to the school but the coach to keep track of.

Denny O’Boyle  informed the ABC that Farmington notified us by email that they cannot play IVC on 5/5/07.  Farmington has to honor a conference conflict.  IVC is looking for an opponent to play.    Karen Rutan requesting to have a grill for the NCIC meet on 5/4/07.  Passed.  

Kim Robertson thanked all coaches and reps.  The ABC is here to serve the kids.  Need to try and make sure the coaches come to the meetings or have a rep here.
