The Winter All Conference Banquet will have 3 sports – Boys and Girls Basketball and Wrestling.  We may have a total of 5 kids.  Club decided to combine winter and spring banquet.  We would need to wait until ALL spring sports are done which could be the end of May early June time frame.  Karen Rutan to be chair of the committee. 

Ham sales – this will be the 2nd year for the sale.  Each spring sport gets a portion of what they sell. Selling begins February 25 – March 14.  Pick-up date is March 18th at M&G night.
New Business:  Concession stands – Barb Belt is in charge of Soccer, Mike Burchtold – softball and Chuck Vail – Track.  The booster will assist Chuck with coverage. 

Fund-raisers – Trivia night –Location and date to be determined.  Paul is in charge.  The event is low cost and the in-take should be high.  There will be 10 rounds with 10 questions.  Prefer 8 people per table.   Suggestions were made to raffle a lap top computer if one can get donated. 

Cast-A-Ways offered 30% of sales to boosters (on a night to be determined) from customers.
