Discussion was had regarding adding a Facility Committee to the list of standing Boosters Club Committees and placing Cam Parr as the Chairman.  After discussion, it was decided that it would be best to have Parr serve as a liaison between the Boosters Club and the School Facility Committee.

As there were no volunteers to serve as Concessions Chairperson, it was decided that options/alternatives would be discussed at the June meeting.

Robertson, Publicity Chair, commented on the following --

-- Letters went out to previous sports program advertisers stating that they could advertise in the 2005-2006 programs at the 2004-2005 prices if they would renew in a timely fashion.  So far, 20 advertisers have stated their intent to recommit and paid their fee. 
Dave Shindley, Membership Chair, stated that he and Jerry Myers will sit at registration to sign up parent members for the 2005-2006 school year.  Robertson gave a brief presentation regarding different levels of sponsorship for both parents and businesses.  Robertson will present a detailed explanation of different options at the June meeting.

Shawn Garner, Concessions Chair, discussed the following --
-- The trailer has been painted and has been used at boys’ baseball games.  
-- Leftover candy was sold to Mossville summer baseball for $223.

-- Tim Dixon will move some of the Caterpillar equipment to find the best place for it.  

-- The possibility of running a gas line into the football concession stand and purchasing a gas grill for grilling during football games was discussed.  The feeling is that this would be a cost savings as there would be no more charcoal to purchase.  

-- Myers suggested buying a roaster to replace the broken hot dog cooker.  Garner to check if any of the Caterpillar equipment could be used to cook hot dogs.  Various options will be discussed at future meetings regarding the placement of the Caterpillar equipment and rearranging the setup of the concession stand.

-- Options to replace the existing windows in the concession stand are still being discussed.

-- Leftover soda will be donated to Relay for Life.
-- The conference track meet was a success and $980 was cleared.

The presentation of the Athletic scholarships at Honors night was handled by Robertson.  O’Boyle commended Robertson for his presentation.
Regarding the signage program, Robertson will have a sample sign made up to present at the June meeting and to show to possible corporate sponsors.  The intent is, initially, to put sponsor signs on the fencing around the football field.  O’Boyle is to research signage placement for the baseball field and possibly the gym.
Once again, the importance of keeping the Boosters’ name out in the community via various advertising venues was discussed.  

O’Boyle commented on the following –

-- The weight room finally looks like a weight room with the addition of new equipment.  The new weight room will be an asset to all sports programs and PE classes.  

-- Offered congratulations to all spring sport participants and their respective coaches.   
-- 50 warmups have been purchased from Proforma.  They will be used by both boys and girls fall and spring outdoor sports, i.e., soccer and track.

-- A new assistant boys soccer coach has been hired, Ryan O’Donnell.  He is currently a teacher in the district.
